Club Rules 
THE FOLLOWING RULES APPLY TO ALL MEMBERS AND ACCEPTANCE OF THESE IS 
MADE UPON PAYMENT OF CLUB SUBSCRIPTION 
 
1. All club members are to have Datatag registration and AE number displayed on craft hull 
 
2. Must be covered by minimum of third party insurance  
 
3. Must be a minimum age of 14 
 
4. Must always display current club stickers on nose of craft and in windscreen of car 
 
5. Use of exclusive slipways and beaches will have additional rules which must be obeyed 
 
6. All speed limits within beaches, harbours and estuaries must be obeyed 
 
7. Anyone bringing the club into disrepute will be expelled and lose all use of exclusive launch 
sites 
8. Absolutely no riding of PWC whilst under the influence of drugs and alcohol  
 
9. Be aware and courteous to other people on the water, beaches and fishermen 
 
10. A yellow and red card system will be used to ban persistant offenders then rule 7 will apply. 
All yellow & red cards issued will be valid for 2 years. 
 
11. All club members must hold a R Y A certificate for P W C,s and provide a photocopy of 
certificate with membership    
 
12. Must never enter a life-guarded patrolled area of a beach 
 
13. Always obey any requests from official lifeguards, harbourmasters, or council officials 
 
14. Never litter the beach or the sea 
 
15. Never use marker buoys as a slalom course 
 
16. All club members will respect and obey any new rules agreed at the A.G.M. 
 
17. All club members must carry an up to date safety flare kit on their craft at all times 
 
18.  Honorary Members – Annually nominated by the Club Committee and elected by a two-thirds 
majority at an AGM by Full Members. 
 
19. All club membership stickers will always remain the property of cjc, and if requested they 
must be returned to the club  
 
20. Club membership will be paid annually in advance £85 
 
21. Be safe and enjoy the sport.
